At the entrance gates of the Sisters’ Center, the cross will be transferred to a Sister to carry into the Foyer of the Main Building where a receiving group of elder Sisters will welcome the cross.  The cross will be carried into chapel possibly with song Ecce Ancilla Domini followed by a prayer.  

The Society is planning a time capsule and is inviting the Congregation to include a vision statement, current list of Sisters and/or significant elements of change in the time capsule.  The CLT is asked to respond to this invitation.
